Safety and Context Scale

Safety Scale: Given the danger and safety information, rate the situation on a scale of 0 – 10, where 0 means recurrence of similar or worse 

incident is certain and 10 means that there will be no reoccurrence








Context Scale: Rate this case on a scale of 0 – 10, where 10 means this is not a situation where any action would be taken and 0 means this

 Is a serious concern to the school and action is warranted.
