Some Highlights of the Night

»  Game Rooms

The function of the games and activities is to fully engage students with the different Chinese
cultural theme, including art, handcrafts, games, PE and technological activities, etc. Students will be
provided with a map of all of the classrooms. After students finish the games, students and parents
have the opportunity to vote for their favourite games room.

> Bulletin Boards Design Contest

The Bulletin Board Design Contest will be in evidence outside of the RP campus classrooms. The
boards will have eye-catching Chinese New Year displays and will be linked to their class theme.
Boards will be voted by all YCIS students and parents on the CNY Celebration Night. Two winning
boards will be selected.

»  Performance

The performance will be located in the Courtyard from 5:30pm this year. Some CCA student groups,
as well as parent volunteers and external folk artists, will be participating in the performances to
celebrate Chinese New Year. No tickets will be required.

»  Interactive Activities
Secondary students will arrange some interactive activities after the performance in the Courtyard,
including ‘Guess the Lantern Riddle’, a Chinese New Year Quiz, Lucky Draw, and so on.

> Experiencing Traditional Folk Games

Students will have the opportunity to play various traditional Chinese games in the Gym and
Auditorium, such as stilt-walking, kicking shuttlecocks, rolling a hoop, long rope skipping, diabolo,
pitch-pot, to name but a few.

»  CNY Gift for the Students

Every student will receive a sticker when he/she completes the activity in each classroom. When the
students collect six or more stamps, they may go to the reception table in the courtyard and receive
a small gift.

»  Chinese Traditional Snacks

If you or your children start to become a little hungry during the evening, there will be steaming hot
snacks sold by Chartwells in the cafeteria. You are welcome to experience a bite of traditional
Chinese food. The price is generally within the 10-30 RMB range.

Dress Up day will be held on Friday, January 17 for students and staff. We are inviting everyone to
dress up in Chinese traditional clothes or in red.
